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V400RS SMS Remote Configuration Manual

How SMS configuration works:

Providers can remotely update users’ sim dialer settings by Sending SMS commands.

Step 1.Users should install sim dialers in their phones 

Step 2. Users SMS settings should be stored in users' SIM cards, not on their phones.

Step 3. Providers send SMS re-configuration commands to users’ phones. Users won't need to confirm when they receive SMS commands. No communication will be necessary.

Step 4. The settings are updated remotely by these SMS commands.

Settings that can be changed remotely by SMS commands:

Providers can reset the following users' sim dialer settings by SMS commands:

1. STK PIN

2. Sim dialer ON/OFF

3. Access numbers

4. Dialing mode

5. Dial set-allow

6. Dial set -limited

7. Dialing speed

8. Menu language

9. Turn + to 00 or not

·  Please Note:

1． Every SMS command should be start with [ IPset: ]

    Example, IPset:A01#B1510#12#11#138001C041234D0E2F4G2H0I8

2． Max 60 digits/bytes per SMS (if you need to send a command with more then 60 digits/bytes,you should send in two SMS)

3． Users SMS must be saved on SIM cards not in Phone. (get into SMS setting in phones to select save on SIM)

4． Some Items (D,E,F,G,H) are with single digits, example D0 stands for ON, 

5． Some Items (A,B,C,J,K,L) are defined with multi-digits, example 1st , STK PIN, can be set as C041234 (C is for STK PIN,04 means 4 digits in this field,1234 is the STK PIN you are setting)

      Example 2nd , Dial set -Limited can be set as B0810#12#11 (B is setting limited prefix list,08 stands for total 8 digits/bytes in this field, 10#12#11 is the bypass/limited prefix list you are setting )
